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Water at Loongeiwuan: A Story of Partici -
pation, Partnership, Patience, Persever -
ance and Provision.

Several years ago, we hosted a group of pastors
afbliated with CBF churches led by Dr. Patrick
Anderson. These visitors agreed with the ex-
pressed need of the Loongeiwuan community for
a permanent water source at the Loongeiwuan
Integrated Child Development Center (ICDC) site
and pledged to supply funds for the drilling of a
borehole. Fundraising took over a year but even-
tually a borehole was drilled and outbtted with an
Afridev hand pump.

During the testing of the water quality, it was dis-
covered that the borehole water had 20mg/I Buo-
ride content, whereas the maximum WHO stan-
dard for Buoride is 1.5 mg/liter. Such high Buoride
content leads to Ruorosis which damages teeth,
bones and brain development. It became neces-
sary for us to construct a de-RBuoridation blter to
remove excess [Ruoride from the water in order for
it to be potable. This blter was a small one, 200
liters, suitable only for the 80 children enrolled in
the ICDC project. Having instructed the commu-
nity to use the water for washing only, we found
that since the water was clean and with no nega-
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tive taste, community members were disregarding
our instructions and drinking it anyway. We were
forced to come up with another plan to protect the
community from the effects of excess Ruoride and
yet provide them with water.
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New Solar powered pump and blter system




The solution was to remove the hand pump and
install a centrifugal submersible pump that would
be powered by solar energy. This would entalil
constructing a water tower for an elevated 10,000
liter tank from which water would gravity feed into
a large 4000 liter de-RBuoridation tank suitable for
the entire community. Such a comprehensive sys-
tem is very expensive and could not have been
done without the help of the Texas Baptist Offer-
ing for World Hunger. The system now caters for
the entire community, a primary school and area
livestock. During commissioning, the Catholic
Diocese of Nakuru Water Quality Department as-
sisted us with community sensitization regarding
Buorosis.
